Instructional Television honors student broadcasters with Eddy Awards

or the second straight year, the School of the

Holy Child in Rye won four awards in the
high school division, but it was St. Joseph Hill
Academy on Staten Island whose news team
took top averall honors at the archdiocesan In-
structional Television's 26th annual Eddy
Awards ceremony.

In the elementary division, St. Athanasius
School in the Bronx captured three categories—
feature, graphics and news team.

The ceremony included a videotape tribute to
Cardinal O’Connor, who was a regular at the Ed-
dy Awards for years and encouraged the young
broadcasters in their work

The event, held at ITV's studios on the
grounds of St. Joseph’s Seminary in Dunwoodie,
honored the studenls”™ contributions o ITV's
weekly 15-minute “News and Views” program.
Awards were given in 10 categories: survey, pho-
to essay, feature, research, graphics, interview,
debate, editorial, anchor person and news team.

School of the Holy Child won in the photo es-
say. research and graphics categories and
shared the honor in feature with St Joseph Hill.

In addition to the feature and news team
awards, St. Joseph Hill also won the interview
category.

Cardinal Spellman High School in the Bronx
also had three winners: in survey, debate and
anchorperson.

Maria Regina High Schoo! in Hartsdale won
the editorial award.

St. Helena's School in the Bronx was the only
multiple winner in the elementary division, top-
ping the photo essay and interview categories.

Other elementary school winners were: Visita-
tion of the Bronx and St. Ann’s in Ossining in
survey; St. Joseph Hill Academy, anchorperson;
Our Lady of Mount Carme! in Elmsford, editori-
al: Blessed Sacrament in New Rochelle, re-
search, and St. Mary's in Wappingers Falls,
debate.

Michael Lavery, ITV director, introduced the
Cardinal O’Connor tribute and said the cardi-
nal, like many famous broadcasters, had a
"signature call.” It was, “I thank you, I love you,

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DECLARATION OF CLARE M. COLELLA
CARITAS TELECOMMUNICATIONS

I, Clare M. Colella, being over 18 years of age and competent to make this
declaration, hereby declare as follows:

1. I am the Director of Caritas Telecommunications, a non-profit corporation
that is part of the Diocese of San Bernardino. In that capacity, it is my responsibility to
oversee the use of electronic communications, including Instructional Fixed Television
Service ("ITFS"), to provide educational and inspirational programming to our schools,
ministries and the community in general. Our coverage area includes the counties of
Riverside and San Bernardino, covering almost 27,300 square miles in Southern
California.

2. Caritas, which has been using ITFS frequencies since 1984, has an
extensive curriculum that includes courses in subjects such as art, language arts, math,
science, social studies, religion, among many others (see Attachment A). Currently, we
provide one-way analog educational programming to over 25,000 students in grades K-12
in more than 20 private Catholic schools and 30 public schools. However, the number of
students that we can reach is significantly higher if all the schools within our coverage
area sign up for instructional television service. In fact, Caritas has the potential of
reaching approximately 297,000 K-12 students and 29,500 adult students in San
Bernardino County, and 197,000 K-12 students and 6,500 adult students in Riverside
County. A significant number of these schools within our coverage area are likely to
request instructional programming from Caritas once we have full two-way capability.

3. There are at least 20 public school districts within our coverage area that
have been using our instructional programming over the years. Because of current
budget cutbacks in the public sector, the county offers only overnight educational
programming feeds. However, Caritas is able to provide daytime programming to many
of these schools, thus supplementing their curriculum. Teachers in private schools also
benefit from our professional development training programs. Over the last few years,
California expanded the number of teachers required due to the implementation of
smaller class sizes in primary grades. These new teachers are in need of certification,
continuation training and consultative advice from experienced teachers. Caritas offers
training and certification programs through ITFS frequencies, thus providing teachers
with training and certification opportunities.

4. Caritas provides courses for adults in areas such as leadership training,
counseling training and Continuing Education Units ("CEU") coursework, skills
development and training in health and human services offered through contract satellite-
based programming carried over the ITFS network to multiple sites. Bereavement
training, work with HIV-positive patients, hospice training and CEU coursework are
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available through Caritas' ITFS network as well. This past year Caritas began to
collaborate with a Riverside County organization offering adult education and special
training to the remote communities of Blythe, Palo Verde and Chuckawalla along the
Colorado River. The two prisons in this area, the personnel serving those institutions and
the members of the local migrant communities are often without means of education and
training. While Caritas does not reach those areas yet, Caritas will continue to develop
this program while awaiting for funding.

5. Despite the success of our ITFS programming, traditional one-way
instructional video programming to classrooms is no longer sufficient to educate and
prepare our students more efficiently for the future. In order to take advantage of the new
FCC rules, Caritas is taking steps, with the assistance of our commercial partners, to
upgrade our existing one-way video capability to two-way capability. For example, a
five-site digital two-way point-to-point microwave system has been designed to
interconnect Caritas to the current microwave ITFS distribution system. Also, all of the
school classrooms are being wired or upgraded to accommodate two-way interactive
capabilities. Training of instructors and facilitators is being developed and implemented
to prepare them for the most effective means of using interactive technology.

6. Caritas, in deploying two-way digital technology, will provide its schools
with the most advanced technology to support leading edge educational endeavors for
now and into the future. Once two-way capabilities are implemented, classrooms will be
connected to teachers using digital technology, and students will have access to high-
speed Internet connections. The teachers and students will communicate interactively
between classrooms and the studio. Teachers and administrators will benefit from two-
way interactive training and workshops within the diocese. We expect Caritas to be one
of the first educational institutions in California to integrate two-way capabilities into the
classroom.

7. As a non-profit corporation, Caritas is responsible for raising its own
funds through contractual agreements, services, and donations. In that respect, a
significant portion of our revenues comes from leasing fees. Caritas leases excess
capacity to WorldCom, Craig Broadcasting and Sprint within our seven California
coverage service areas. In exchange for use of the excess capacity needed to maintain
and sell a competitive cable product, our commercial partners pay us a monthly fee.
Caritas heavily depends on the funds from these agreements to help maintain our current
quality broadcast standards and to upgrade and enhance our transmission systems. Thus,
without such revenues, our technology efforts for education would be seriously curtailed,
and we would not be able to implement our plan to integrate two-way capability into the
classroom.
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I declare under penalty of perjury that the foregoing is true and correct.

Overview of RETAC Services
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What is RETAC?

The Regional Educational Technology Advisory
Council (RETAC) is the largest member-supported
instructional television agency in the United States.
RETAC delivers, via broadcast and videotape, more
than 1,500 instructional programs to more than one
million students in Inyo, Los Angeles, Riverside, San
Bernardino, Santa Barbara, and Ventura counties.

What does RETAC provide?

* Outstanding instructional television programs,
aligned with the California State Frameworks
and designed for teachers to use with students
in the classroom.

“After Sundown” broadcasts on KCET and
KLCS during the early morning hours for off-
air recording. Programs are broadcast
sequentially so schools can record the series
and set up a library of tapes.

* Copyright protection for duplication of RETAC
programs in member schools. RETAC wants
schools to copy the programs and establish tape
libraries.

* Access to the Members’ Videotape Library

Permission
to borrow, copy, and retain RETAC programs is
granted to RETAC members only. See copyright
guidelines on page 6. Many county office video/film
libraries also circulate RETAC videotapes as part of
their service to member schools.

Video Copy Sales and Service

The Video Copy Service (VCS) is a means by which
members and non-members may purchase copies of
instructional television series on 1/2" VHS tape. The
tapes and any copies must be erased when the rights
expire. The charges cover only the cost of duplicat-
ing, labeling, and shipping the tapes. The programs
are stacked e.g. a series with 4 - 15 minute programs
would be stacked on a single tape. Each individual
tape is sold for $15.00. For information on individual

To allow for greater educational
access, RETAC pays for the rights
for members to deliver RETAC
programming over their local
cable channel to schools. Rebroad-
casting KCET’s signal or
programming your own channel
are two options. Contact RETAC
for details. Broadcast schedules
are provided to RETAC members
in the fall.

How Long May
Tapes be Retained?

Tapes may be retained as long as
your school is an active RETAC
member and Technology For
Learning retains the license. When
the license for a series expires,
members will be notified. At that
time, member must erase all copies
of the series which is no longer
licensed or acquire their own
license from the distributor. Except
for state licensed ITV series, it is
illegal for non-members to record,
retain, or duplicate RETAC
broadcasts or programs.

Available?

Resource Book

The Resource Book is sent to every
RETAC member school. It con-
tains series descriptions, a grade
level and subject matrix, and list of
phone numbers of who to call
when you have a question.

Teacher Guides

Print support materials are a
valuable part of all of RETAC's
regular ITV series. They contain
information to help teachers plan
their lessons. Features include a
program summary, list of objec-
tives, vocabulary words, pre-
program activities to focus the
students and set the purpose for
watching the program, post-
viewing discussion questions to
help make it meaningful to the
students, and activities to extend
the learning and tie it into the
larger goal of the lesson. Teacher
guides may be ordered through
your county office of education or
from the publisher.
