Dear Ms. Salas:

This letter is being filed on behalf of Motorola, Inc. (Motorola).  On April 11, 2001, Steve Sharkey and
Rob Kubik of Motorola met with Adam Krinsky, Legal Advisor to Commissioner Tristani and discussed
the Notice of Proposed Rule Making in the above-referenced proceeding.

During the meeting, Motorola expressed its views on the following subjects:

� That the 1710-1850 MHz and 2110-2150 MHz bands are the most appropriate bands for
satisfying the requirement for additional spectrum to accommodate third generation wireless
services.

� The benefits to the Department of Defense in aligning its use of spectrum with global use, noting
that the 1755-1850 MHz band is used for commercial mobile services on a world-wide basis and
that it is becoming increasingly more difficult for DoD to operate in this band outside of the U.S.

� Technical and regulatory issues related to sharing and relocation of DoD systems.
