Mobile Satellite Ventures Subsidiary LLC (“MSV”) hereby opposes the requests for
extension of the comment deadline on the above-captioned Public Notice1 filed by AT&T
Wireless Services Inc. (“AWS”) and the Cellular Telecommunications and Internet Association
(“CTIA”).2

The questions raised in the Public Notice are not new.  They were raised implicitly in the
March 2001 Public Notice (Report No. SAT-00066) regarding MSV’s application and explicitly
in the August 2001 Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.  NPRM (IB Docket No. 01-185) at ¶ 3; see
also id. at ¶¶ 37-40.  All parties have had ample time to develop and introduce any technical
analysis that they care to introduce.

Prompt resolution of this proceeding and processing of MSV’s application is in the public
interest and any further delay will severely prejudice MSV in its efforts to timely deploy its next-
generation system prior to the end of the useful life of the current satellites.
