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OPPOSITION TO REQUESTS FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

Pursuant to Section 1.45(b) of the Commission’s rules,’ ICO Global Communications
(Holdings) Ltd. (“ICQO”) strongly opposes the requests for extension of time filed by AT&T
Wireless Services, Inc. (“AT&T Wireless”) and the Cellular Telecommunications & Internet
Association (“CTIA™) (collectively, the “Petitioners™) in the above-captioned proceeding.” The
Commission should reject immediately the Petitioners’ repeated and blatant attempts to
needlessly delay this proceeding.

The Public Notice, released March 6, 2002, invites limited, additional information on
specific technical issues concerning band sharing between satellite and terrestrial services in the
mobile satellite service (“MSS™) bands.” For a third time in this proceeding, the Petitioners have

asked for a protracted extension of almost two months to provide information that should have

been submitted in the formal pleading cycle, which has now closed. The requested extension of
time is longer than the time allotted for initial comments in this proceeding.

The Commission’s often-repeated policy is that extensions of time are not routinely
gran‘[ed.4 The Petitioners have had multiple opportunities to supply the record with the
information requested by the Commission staff. They have failed utterly to demonstrate that the
requested additional time would allow them to offer any greater amount of relevant information
at this late hour in the proceeding. Both Petitioners have been active participants in this
proceeding and have commented on the Ancillary Terrestrial Component (“ATC”) proposal
since at least June 2001.” Despite this active participation, their filings to date show that they do
not have any more technical information to add to the record.

Since the filing of ICO’s request for ATC authority over a year ago, ICO has submitted
extensive technical analysis and data regarding the feasibility of band sharing between satellite
and terrestrial (both ATC and independent terrestrial services) operations in the 2 GHz MSS
band. Although both Petitioners have filed ex parte submissions as well as comments and reply
comments responding to the ATC proposal for almost a year now, they have failed to offer any
evidence of their own in response to the technical information provided by ICO. The Petitioners’
filings to date make clear that they are seeking a wholesale reallocation of MSS spectrum for
their own terrestrial use only and have no interest in sharing spectrum with satellite operations,

which is the focus of the Public Notice.

The Public Notice does not raise any new or unexpected questions that AT&T Wireless
and CTIA could not have previously addressed through their comments, reply comments, and ex
parte filings in response to the A7C NPRM and could not address by the March 15 deadline.’
Although the Public Notice is intended to afford parties a limited opportunity to focus on specific
technical issues and supplement the record, the Commission clearly did not intend it to be an
opportunity to start afresh and begin compiling information that should have been submitted
months ago.

Grant of an extension will adversely affect ICO and other 2 GHz MSS operators seeking
ATC authority. Prompt Commission action on the ATC proposal is critical to ICO’s business
plan, and any additional regulatory delay could jeopardize ICO’s ability to access capital funding
and complete construction of its system. Accordingly, ICO urges the Commission to deny the
Petitioners’ requests for extension of time and act expeditiously in this proceeding to provide
regulatory certainty.
