
The FCC is receiving many comments concerning this technology from licensed
radio amateurs with links to extensive studies carried out in countries around
the
world. Almost uniformally these studies have demonstrated significant
interference

guarantees assuring the integrity of already licensed communications under
realistic worst-case conditions. The FCC bears the responsibility of protecting
