
Please do not accept/allow this technology in the United States.  As an amateur
radio operator, I'm extremely concerned about the interference that will caused
by Broadband Over Power Line transmissions to the high frequency radio spectrum.
Not only will this system cause interference to domestic HF communications, it
will cause the same to foreign stations.  Japan and other European countries
have studied this and wisely decided not to allow this technology.  There are
many other options that the general public can use to get internet connectivity.
Amateur radio operators are trained communicators who, time and time again, come
to the aid of communities in time of national emergency.  With the 9-11 events
still fresh in our minds, we need to keep those amateur radio operators ready,
able and willing to help.  The HF spectrum is used extensively by amateurs
during events such as hurricane watches and most recently, the devastating
tornadoes in the central US.  Forest fires to floods, chemical spills to acts of
terrorism (WMD), amateurs are there to assist.  If this proposal is implemented,
amateur radio will cease to exist, and so will this countries trained pool of
operators.  Putting the wishes of large corporations over the benefit of the
general public in times of national emergency or crisis is not only wrong, but
some would consider criminal.  I also am a pilot in the Air National Guard who
uses the HF radio spectrum frequently.  Having CAP'ed (combat air patrol) over
numerous major cites in this country (to include many times over Washington DC)
the need for reliable HF communication and uninterrupted HF spectrum is
paramount.  Copies of this letter are also being forwarded to my congressional
representation and I hope that they take interest in this action.  The burden of
proof has yet to be demonstrated by the power industry that this technology will
not cause interference to any other services.
