 On Tuesday, August 17, 2004, Paul Garnett, Director, Regulatory Policy, 
CTIA-The Wireless Association™, along with Charles L. Jackson, an independent 
consultant, Neeti Tandon, AT&T Wireless, Ben Almond, Cingular, David Shively, 
Cingular, Harris Simon, Qualcomm, Harry Perlow, Sprint PCS, David Munson, 
Sprint PCS, John Fessler, Sprint PCS, Nelson Ueng, T-Mobile, Sean Haynberg, V-
Comm, and Richard Harvey, Verizon Wireless, met with Ed Thomas, Chief, Office of 
Engineering and Technology, Bruce Franca, Deputy Chief, Office of Engineering and 
Technology, Ron Chase, Chief of Technical Analysis, Office of Engineering and 
Technology, Jamison Prime, Chief of Spectrum Policy, Office of Engineering and 
Technology, Fred Thomas, Chief of Staff, Office of Engineering and Technology, 
Jim Schlichting, Deputy Chief, Office of Engineering and Technology, Ira Keltz, 
Chief, Electromagnetic Compatibility Division, Geraldine Matise, Deputy Chief , 
Policy and Rules Division, Ahmed Lahjouji, Electronics Engineer, Policy and Rules 
Division, Shameeka Hunt, Electronics Engineer, Policy and Rules Division, and 
Martin Liebman, Senior Engineer, Spectrum and Competition Policy Division to 
discuss issues associated with authorizing a mobile wireless service to operate in the 
spectrum located at 1915-1920 MHz and 1995-2000 MHz (the “H Block”) 
 

At the meeting, CTIA reiterated its position that failure to adopt industry out-
of-based emissions (“OOBE”) standards for handsets operating in an H block would 
result in harmful interference to existing PCS operations.  CTIA also noted that, 
without adequate safeguards such as power limits, allocation of an H Block for a 
PCS-type service would create “overload” interference to existing PCS handsets that 
do not have filters designed to sufficiently attenuate in-band H block emissions.  The 
attached presentation prepared by Charles L. Jackson describes these issues in greater 
detail.  Parties also discussed a proposed test plan designed to address these issues.
